~ Po provide for Comb'ned Compelitive Exam’ natior
for entrance ‘n graduate level vocational cour.es of the Uni-
verstier, Collzges and Insttutions ‘n the State.

Be 't enacted by the Lrgclature of the State of Bihar
in the forty sixth year of the Republc of India &s follows—

1. Short title, extent and commencement.—(1) This Act may
be called the Bihar Combined Entrance Competitive Hxami-
mation Act, 1995: '

(2) It shall come into force from the date as the State
Government by nokification in the B har Gazette may appont.

(3) Tt shall extend to the whole of the State of Bihar.

7. Appoiniment of Controller of Examination.—(1) The
State Government shall appoint an Officer of lnd an Adminis-
{trative Service n the Scnior pay scale or higher pay gscale as
the Controller of Wxamination for the (! mbined Entrance
-Competitive Examination.

(2) The tenure of the Coutroller of Examination shall be
normally of one year minimum. '

8. Funetions of the Controller of Examination.—The function
of the Controller of Examination shall be the following i —

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9. Information of Seats.—The Coutroller of Hxam nation

12. Medical Examination of the Candidates.—(1) The Board
may, as it thinks proper, require the Medical Examination
of candidates from merit list to be done in the prescribed
manner or requirs for the production of medical certificate
of such candidates from the authorised practitior.er.

(2) The Controller of Examination shall recommend for
admission of the candidates found fit in the medical test. .

14, Audit of Aceounts.—(1) Every year ths Board shall

15. Assounts Oficer.—(1) Thore shall be an Accounts
Qfficar of the Board, who shall be appeinted by the Board
with the prior approval of the State Government. '

(2) The Accounts Officer shall be raspbnsible for prepara-
tion of the Budget and for maintenance of Accounts of
the Board. '

(3) Accounts Oﬂi.cer shall make . allﬁl'the pa,ygme.nts of
amounts sanctioned by the Controller of Examination under

16. Safe Custody of Answer Books.—The answer books of
the Combined Entrance Competitive Examinations shall be
kept in safe custody for a period of one year|from the
date of the declaration of the result : - S

pending in a court, the answer book of the said
examination shall be kept:in safe custody till the
disposal of the case. : _ |
